Site Costs 
* Site cost includes 2 gate entry tickets.  
   Extra tickets with your booking are available at $11 per ticket, or $15 at the gate on the day. 
* Power and water if required must be indicated at the time of booking and payable on booking of your site. 
* Space is limited so please ensure you hire enough space for your site as there will not be any leniency on the day. 

(This includes guide ropes for tents/marquees). 
* Overnight stays at the Domain are available (limited cabins) and are payable to the Domain Office. There are no 

caravan or tents sites available. It is suggested to book cabins early. 
* In the event that the Committee makes a decision to cancel the show (e.g. weather conditions, pandemic etc.) all site 

bookings will be entitled to a refund less administration costs ($15 per site booking). 
 
Set-up & Pack-down 
* Set up is available from 1pm on Friday 13th February, or from 7am on show day. 
* Please No Parking in the Domain after you have set up. All vehicles need to be off site no later than 9.30am. 
* Sites are expected to remain open from 10am till 4pm.   
* Removal of any sites before 4pm is Not Permitted, and there is strictly No Vehicle until after 4pm in the area.  
   This is due to Health & Safety.
